Dear Parishioners

As I wrote last week, I spent much of the last week
in a classroom, preparing for an upcoming faith
formation initiative we will be bringing to our
parishes soon. It is taking shape, and I think it will
be worthwhile. Even though it is on the seemingly
boring topic of discernment, I believe a better name
for it would be, “Overcoming Spiritual
Discouragement.”

During the class, one of the instructors shared a
beautiful example from a famous story that shows
the value of prayer during times of discouragement,
when we just aren’t sure that God is listening to us.

The example comes from A Tale of Two Cities, by
Charles Dickens (I admit, I have never read the
book, so if I get some details wrong here feel free to
set me straight at Mass). In that book, one of the
characters, Charles Darnay, is in prison as an
innocent man. His wife, Lucie Manette, is shown a
particular location where she can stand and from
this particular window she can be seen.

Lucie stands there for two hours a day at a
consistent time, but the amazing thing is, she has no
idea if her husband, Charles, can even see her. She
has no idea if he is able to look out that window
while she is standing there. But, she stands there
faithfully every day in hopes that her husband is
able to look upon her.

The reader (so I'm told) is aware that Charles can
see Lucie every day for about fifteen minutes, and
this time is very precious to him. And even though
there is distance between them, this simple time
together — which Lucie isn’t even sure is happening

— is actually continuing to cultivate the love between
them. When they are reunited (that’s probably a
spoiler) she sees how important it was to stand there
every day. It was then that she realized how much this
action continued to help deepen the love between her
and her spouse.

I hope you can see why this priest shared this as a
powerful image of prayer. Sometimes when we are
experiencing spiritual discouragement and lose heart
that God can see us and hear us, we are tempted to give
up. We mustn't do that, because that prayer can still
cultivate love between us and God, and one day we will
know what our faithfulness to prayer in those times did
to continue to bind us to God, even though we just
weren't sure he could see us when we showed up.

I'm going to take this image with me next time I feel
discouraged, and I hope you will as well. When we
begin our initiative on Overcoming Spiritual
Discouragement, we will be sharing more examples of
this to help us all understand that God is still very
much at work during the dry, dark, or discouraging
moments of our life of faith. Please continue to stay
tuned so you can be a part of it!

The Parish Family Advisory Council collected valuable
feedback during the listening sessions at St. Peter,
Sacred Heart, and St. Columban, and they hope to
publish a summary of their findings soon.

Did you know? A parish is a certain community of the
Christian faithful stably constituted in a particular
church, whose pastoral care is entrusted to a pastor
as its proper pastor under the authority of the
diocesan bishop.

Our Parish Family is comprised of two parishes,
one of which, St. Columban Parish is made up of two
churches, St. Peter and St. Columban. Sacred Heart
Parish in Lacey was established in 1923, while St.
Columban Church take its lineage from the former St.
Margaret Mary in McKenna, established in 1916. St.
Peter Church was originally established in 1891 as a
mission of St. Michael Parish in Olympia.

At the completion of Partners in the Gospel, we will be
one canonical parish with a new collective name. This
is different than the names of our church buildings. In
the meantime, you can refer to us as the Nisqually
Basin Catholic Churches.

Faith Formation

At this Sunday’s Mass we celebrated the Rite of
Entrance with our OCIA participants

This liturgical rite of the OCIA (Order of Christian Initiation
for Adults) marks the beginning of the catechumenate period.
Inquirers express their intentions to respond to God’s call to
follow the way of Christ, and Church formally accepts them.
Inquirers now become known as catechumens. Catechumens
are un-baptized persons preparing to receive the Sacraments
of Initiation in the Catholic Church at Easter: Baptism,
Confirmation, and Holy Eucharist.

From the Catechism of the Catholic Church

1673 When the Church asks publicly and authoritatively in
the name of Jesus Christ that a person or object be protected
against the power of the Evil One and withdrawn from his
dominion, it is called exorcism. Jesus performed exorcisms
and from him the Church has received the power and office of
exorcizing. In a simple form, exorcism is performed at the
celebration of Baptism. the solemn exorcism, called "a major
exorcism," can be performed only by a priest and with the
permission of the bishop. the priest must proceed with
prudence, strictly observing the rules established by the
Church. Exorcism is directed at the expulsion of demons or to
the liberation from demonic possession through the spiritual
authority which Jesus entrusted to his Church. Illness,
especially psychological illness, is a very different matter;
treating this is the concern of medical science. Therefore,
before an exorcism is performed, it is important to ascertain
that one is dealing with the presence of the Evil One, and not
an illness.

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Dialogue for Justice:

Catholic Advocacy to Reduce Poverty

In two weeks we enter the season of Advent...the beginning of the new Church
year. But before there can be a new beginning, there must be a closing. The
Gospel choice for the 33rd Sunday in Ordinary Time (Lk 21:5-19) brings the
idea of an ending right before our eyes. He describes “wars and
insurrections...earthquakes, famines, and plagues....” None of these are a
comforting thought as we see the beginning, as a popular Christmas song
says, of the “most wonderful time of the year.” God’s word is in sharp contrast
to the glitter and glamour of the shopping season. Behind all the advertising
and the promotions is a suffering world hidden from our eyes. People in
faraway lands are working feverishly under the punishing eyes of supervisors
making the things we will buy as inexpensively as possible. Perhaps we should
call them slaves or indentured servants. Those workers toil for pennies on
name brand items we've just got to have because they speak of status. Sadly,
status can be far more important than justice. First world businesses are
fixated on “the bottom line” at the expense of third and fourth world country
workers. The rich get richer while the poor become poorer. What might we do
to bring light to the dark disparities that exist in the world? Many people of
goodwill seek to create trade between companies in developed countries and
producers in developing countries in which fair prices are paid to the
producers. Perhaps this year we could try to seek “fair trade” and “raised
ethically” items to give as Christmas gifts. It may be a small thing, but how
else do we start to create a more just world? With little steps.
